balance and a schedule of investments, and shall, at the end of each fiscal year, render to the Board a
detailed report of the operation and condition of the Reserve Fund. Except as otherwise provided by
law, expenditures from this Reserve Fund shall be made only for the purpose for which the Reserve
Fund is established. No expenditure shall be made from this Reserve Fund without the approval of this
governing board and such additional actions or proceedings as may be required by Section 6-c of the
General Municipal Law and any other law. This resolution is subject to permissive referendum pursuant
to subdivision 4 of Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law.
